Carol Service – thanks to organist, Jerry Breslin, the choir for their 
wonderful singing and to all the readers. Holy Communion was 
celebrated on Christmas morning.

The Christmas Coffee Morning was a very enjoyable event 
raising £760 for general church funds.
